BELL 206 B3: 
 

The Bell JetRanger is a single pilot, single turbine engine, light 

helicopter that seats the pilot plus three passengers 

comfortably.  The helicopter’s normal cruising speed is 

approximately 120 MPH.  The helicopter may be flown up to 

two hours and forty minutes before refueling.  The pilot 

operates the helicopter from the right forward seat.  The 

baggage compartment can carry 250 pounds of cargo and is 

located aft of the passenger compartment. 

 

BELL 206 L4: 
 

The Bell LongRanger is a single pilot, single turbine engine, 

light helicopter that seats the pilot plus five passengers 

comfortably.  The helicopter’s normal cruising speed is 

approximately 125 MPH.  The helicopter may be flown up to 

two hours and forty minutes before refueling.  The pilot 

operates the helicopter from the right forward seat.  The 

baggage compartment can carry 250 pounds of cargo and is 

located aft of the passenger compartment. 
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
